Minutes
Executive Committee, New Jersey Geospatial Forum

December 4, 2009
Opening
The meeting was called to order by Brian Embley, Vice-Chairperson, at 1:10 pm.  Members present were Andy Rowan, Don Walby, Tom Tiner, Brian Embley, Joan Leder, and Roger Barlow.
This meeting of the Executive Committee of the New Jersey Geospatial Forum is held in compliance with N.J.S.A.10:4-6, known as the Open Public Meeting Act.  Adequate notice of this meeting has been filed with the Secretary of State and distributed to the Trenton Times, Star Ledger, Atlantic City Press, and posted on the New Jersey Geographic Information Network (NJGIN) site. 

Old Business
1. Previous Executive Committee minutes: The minutes of the Executive Committee meeting of August 28th and October 23rd, Forum minutes from September 18th were reviewed.  Some minor comments were discussed and the documents will be revised as requested. Barlow moved, and Leder seconded, to approve the minutes, as corrected.  Motion passed.
2. 2010 Elections – Discussion on creating a workflow process for future elections.  Create a roadmap to help direct and decease the current level of effort required for this process. The Committee discussed ways to increase number of nominees.  Self nomination was mentioned, but determine not appropriate.  Leder and Embley to establish a sub-task to create a workflow for election nomination and determination of eligibility.  Results report anticipated for completion and review during April 2010 meeting.  The Committee thanked Leder for all of her volunteer hours and efforts to make the recent election successful. 
3. Preserved Lands Task Force.  Embley reported that a September meeting was held to establish subgroups.  Name change “Open Space” was discussed as the original charter did not take into account vacant or privately owned lands.  Motion to change name and mission statement was made by Rowan and seconded by Walby.  
4. Elevation Task Force.  Barlow reported - USGS and FEMA are to partner on data collection in Atlantic, Ocean and Monmouth counties.  This data collection is scheduled for winter 2010 and will be tide coordinated.  Discussion on “normalizing” the data occurred.  Reflight and new data collection likely to occur for  Camden and Burlington.  Past data collection was during leaf on conditions after substantial flooding occurring as a result of Hurricane Floyd.
5. OPRA Task Force.  Draft final report has been submitted.  Committee members to read and provide comments directly to Patty Leidner.  Concerns remain on how the State defines a “record”.  Committee does not feel that it would be possible for the Forum community to come up with a unanimous recommendation.  Task force had a difficult time coming to consensus on how OPRA relates to spatial data.
6. Strategic Task Force.  Rowan reported that due to staff time limitations, not much action has occurred over the past reporting period.  The report is in the final stages of revision. 
7. Digital Subdivision Task Force.  Walby reported that the task force is 95% complete with their mission.  Investigation and recommendation remain on how this process will be implemented at the municipal level.  . 
8. Unintended use of GIS Data (for Regulatory purposes) Committee discussed a possible panel discussion for the next forum meeting.  Representatives from NJDEP, EPA, Non-profit and others were briefly mentioned.  Discussion on forming a new task force – possible topic for March Forum meeting.  This will be revisited at the January committee meeting. 
New Business

1. ESRI Resource Center – ESRI requested ability to present at Forum meeting.  Discussion ensued regarding vendor specific presentations in general.  Committee felt that the June “Look What I Did” presentation format provide the appropriate setting.  Motion to have Rowan contact ESRI and discuss our position was made by Leder and seconded by Embley.  Suggestion was also made that the MAC URISA conference would be a more appropriate forum for this presentation.
2. FGDC Liaison – Discussion on forming a permanent seat on the EC for a Federal representative.  Similar to NJGIO.  This member would act as the sanctioned FGDC liaison to the State.  Motion to write letter to Mark DeMulder (lead of National Geospatial Program) to request such designation was made by Rowan and seconded Embley.  Rowan to draft and submit letter.  By-law will be revised to reflect this change.

3. Next Forum presentation (March) – suggested topic “Meadowland Enterprise GIS”.  Tiner to speak with Dom Elefante (GIS Manager) to determine interest.
4. Education Task Force – general discussion
5. Next NJGF Exec Comm. meeting on January 22, 2010.

Motion to adjourn made by Rowan and seconded by Tiner.
