Constituency & Task Force Reports

State Office of GIS - Andy Rowan:
The Census has incorporated the State’s municipal boundaries into their Tiger Line Files. Geo-products in the next cycle should line up with municipal boundaries.  In the past the census needed to hear from the local authorities to make changes to the data, but they decided to incorporate them in as a data update.

Imagery is on track.  Final should be mid-January, 2016.

OGIS is changing the way that we deliver imagery through web services. 

To continue to use OGIS Web Map Services, you must change service URLs. 

(You can easily tell which are the new URLs because the web host has changed from njwebmap to geodata) 

The new URLs are listed on our WMS page:

Each layer must be added separately. The multi-layer option is no longer supported.

On December 23rd, the old URLs will stop working. 

The new URLs are functional now, and we recommend that you change immediately.

MrSID gen 3, if AutoCAD doesn’t need it they will not produce them.

Very close to being ready to publish statewide address points from ModIV – No multiple addresses.  They will keep working on them it will be a process over time.  Place name & zip are the biggest problems.

County – Patty Leidner:
The Stormwater meeting with NJDEP to discuss the Municipal Stormwater Regulation Program (MSRP) which is up for renewal took place on October, 20, 2015 at Mercer County DOT&I.  A new draft permit is slated for release by the end of this year, but that doesn’t seem likely.  The NJDEP would like additional input from County GIS Division which were unable to attend the meeting.  A Survey Monkey survey is being developed and a link will be sent out to county GIS coordinators for their input.  Meeting minutes were available for anyone who wanted a copy. 
Parcel Data Structure updates are still on the table.  The just were temporarily sidetracked due to NJOGIS workloads.  We hope to make progress soon after the first of the year.

LiDAR for the Delaware Valley High (QL2) Resolution project coordinated by DVRPC passed USGS Quality Assurance. This project is 4 counties in PA., and Mercer, Burlington, Camden, and Gloucester counties in NJ. Issues with the collection were identified, all of which are in the PA counties. Delivery of the project will be split by state, and the NJ portion is anticipated near the end of January 2016.
