a. Review of Objectives/Tasks
Methodology tasks were reviewed and modified to develop a revised listing with suggestions as noted.  Major tasks 1 through 4 seemed to be related and require coordination with all the technology and database related work.  Therefore, these first four categories have been merged.  

The group discussed many of the issues related to methodology, and these are captured, where possible, on the task listing.   

Suggested sources of open space information included municipal Recreation and Open Space Inventories (ROSI), and MOD-IV property data listings. One member has compiled a list of NJ municipalities having digital parcel mapping available online, which was offered as a resource.
The issue of easements was identified as particularly difficult to identify and track because they may not appear in the MOD-IV data.  

A question was raised about problems with multiple easements on one property or multiple owners of properties.  

It was noted that volunteers on the methodology subgroup are to think through and design the methodology, and will not be building or implementing anything.  Implementation will come later (we hope).

Doug Schleifer stated that OIT database experts and developers will be able to assist, and that he had volunteered Sean McGinnis of OGIS to help also.  Doug will also enlist the help of OIT to provide an updated method of posting the work of the group to the NJGF web site, or alternate site if necessary.
