Uses ArcGIS Server, Java, SQL Server with spatial capabilities, and Flash. Allows database viewing, reporting, updating and editing, including spatial data depending on user permissions.
Major benefits of the system include: 

· Greater accuracy of the data

· Enforces data standards

· Designed for ease of use by staff, and need for less staff involvement

· Provides custom reports for ROSI, SADC applications including required maps

· Has secure login to control database modifications, and tracks user edits
· Allows data export, both tabular and geographic

· Will allow use by Morris County municipalities
