Opening

Old Business

a) Update on membership notices and meeting reminders.  Paper attendance sheets are the current mechanism for maintaining records on Forum participation and voting eligibility.  Andy suggests changing to an “active” membership list, via a spreadsheet printout.  This should help with handwriting legibility issues.  Richard will send the current spreadsheet to Andy.
b) Task Forces.  
i) A potential new task force was discussed.  This task force would be tasked to complete an update of the March 2002 document, New Jersey Spatial Data Infrastructure Implementation:  I-Team Strategic Plan.  There was a discussion of potential chairs (perhaps Kate Maquire) and Executive Committee Liaison (perhaps Andy).  
ii) Joel reported on the status of the OPRA Task Force.  Merrilee Torres and Patty Leidner have agreed to co-chair this group.  The first meeting is scheduled for February 21st.  The Executive Committee needs to appoint a liaison.  
iii) The Elevation, Parcel and CORS Network Task Forces are continuing.
c) NJGF website listserv. A listserv for the general membership is up, and a check box will be added to member profiles by OGIS staff.  An email archive of notices will be added to the website.  There was a discussion about also adding a listserv for constituency groups, also with a check box on the member profile.  
d) Data inventory project.  Andy reported that Doug Schleiffer, Edith Konopka and John Bocchino are working on a data inventory project.  This would be a quick categorization of core elements, collected from GIS data producers who have not submitted metadata records.
New Business

b) Agenda, June 5, 2008.
