Executive Committee, New Jersey Geospatial Forum

June 5, 2008

Opening

The meeting was called to order by David Kunz, Chairperson, at 4:00 p.m.  All members were present except for Roger Barlow (Federal) and Don Walby (Surveyors).

This meeting of the Executive Committee of the New Jersey Geospatial Forum is held in compliance with N.J.S.A.10:4-6, known as the Open Public Meeting Act.  Adequate notice of this meeting has been filed with the Secretary of State and distributed to the Trenton Times, Star Ledger, Atlantic City Press, and posted on the New Jersey Geographic Information Network (NJGIN) site. 

Previous Meeting Minutes

The minutes of the Executive Committee of April 11, 2008, and the Forum meetings of March 28, 2008 and June 5, 2008 were read.  Richard Rehmann moved, and Andy Rowan seconded, to approve the minutes, as corrected.  Motion passed.

Old Business
a) Previous Executive and Forum meetings. Janel has been contacted and asked to provide 2007–2008 minutes and David will continue to pursue this.

b) Task Forces

1.  David will contact Don to request that the CORS Task Force submit a final report.   The report should include a system description, payment requirements and recommendations for the public-private partnership model.  The final report should be submitted before September 19, 2008 (the next Forum meeting).
2. Rich will talk to Dawn to request that the Parcel submit a final report.  The final report should be submitted before September 19, 2008 (the next Forum meeting). 
3. Will will contact Patti and Merrilee about sending out further requests, this time from the larger Forum community, for case examples related to OPRA issues.

4. For the Strategic Plan Update Task Force, Andy will write a mission statement and circulate it to the Exec Committee.  The Exec Committee will approve the mission statement at the September 5, 2008 meeting.  The Task Force will be introduced to the Forum membership at the September 19, 2008 meeting.
c) Communication. Andy reported that the listserv is up and will be running with an ‘opt-out” option by next week.
New Business

a) Membership lists.  There was a discussion of forum membership lists.  Trish had some questions about forum membership lists and noted that Mehmet’s discussion list contains more municipal members than the forum.  Since each Forum member can be in only one constituency group, this is not surprising.  Mehmet’s list may also include private sector and other interested individuals. 

b) Outreach to constituency groups. There was a discussion on outreach mechanisms to constituency groups.  There should be another announcement at the next Forum meeting to remind people to update their profiles.
c) September 19th meeting agenda.  John Bocchino will be responsible for the presentation at this Forum meeting.  He will show the new NJGeoweb application from NJDEP.

d) Elections.  Elections will be coming up again in the fall.  Representatives for the private sector, state government, university/college/K12, counties and municipalities will be up for election. Brian Embley will chair the election process. Andy will check with Kate MaGuire about the December 2007 sign-in sheets.
