Rich reported that the RFP for state contractors will be released soon.

Parcels (Dawn McCall)

Dawn reported on the progress of the web site for the municipal parcel survey.  This will be a restricted site for task force members who are collecting survey information from counties and municipalities.  They hope to have completed the survey by August 2006.

Elevation (Tom Rafferty)

Tom showed a map of recent and planned LIDAR missions.  Roger Barlow added that there are difficulties with the Camden/Burlington datasets, not likely to be corrected in the near future.

Partnerships (Dave Kunz)

Dave reported that the Partnerships Task Force has met twice since the last Forum meeting.  One idea is to see what could be added to NJGIN to support partnerships, e.g. marketplace tab.  Success stories, digital submission standards and data sharing agreements are other things that might be collected.

Orthoimagery (Andy Rowan)

Andy reported that the task force will issue a report identifying technical issues that will then be used by the multi-agency team to create the project specifications.  Current spec is for 1’ resolution.  Final report is due around June 2007.

CORS (Rich Carlson)

Rich stated that the private sector is expressing interest in supporting at least portions of the proposed network.
