1.  LIDAR Projects (Suzy Hess present)

Roger B. presented a diagram if 3 LIDAR projects in NJ that have significant overlap.  He suggested that the Committee address filling in the gaps with a statewide LIDAR plan.  It was approved that Suzy Hess would take leadership of the Elevation Task Force (Larry Thornton liaison) and that their goals would be realigned to include collection and distribution of LIDAR related educational materials. 5.  County GIS Steering Group

Jim G. is seeking guidance from the Executive Committee on the form and role of this group.  It could be a task force or possible standing committee that would focus on governance issues and not be a superstructure of regional user groups.  The Executive Committee supports this effort in theory.

New Business:

1.  State Geologic Sub-Committee letter

The NJGF possibly needs to amend their Bylaws to accommodate a Geologic committee that was previously sponsored by SMAC.  In the meantime, a letter of support on their behalf has been authored by the Committee.  Joel suggested have a representative present to the Executive Committee so that we can better understand their mission and needs.
